Tips on using CommuniCubes
____________________________________________________________________________
A suggested 2 minute explanation to students on first use:

1. Everybody has a cube. 

2. At intervals through this session I will ask you all to indicate an answer to a question by using the cube. 

3. Everybody will vote. 

4. Place the cube with the numbered side up, this face is the map. 

5. To indicate answer number 1, look at the number 1 and so point the red face to me. 

6. Place the cube so I can see it. 

7. I will count/estimate the numbers of different answers and tell you the voting pattern.

8. To test the system, vote now to indicate ‘1’ if you understand me and ‘2’ if you do not. (Check to see if they all vote red.) If you are not showing me the red face, look again at the map and turn the cube so you see ‘1’ and I see the red face.

9. When I ask a question, swivel the cube around to vote 1 ,2 3, or 4. 

10. (If you will be using all 5 options later) If we need a fifth option, turn the cube on its side to show me the blue face with the map pointing to you.

_____________________________________________________________________
1. Make it clear to students when to vote so they know when you are looking and counting. You can tell them, or switch on a slide that reminds them of the voting options.

2. With small numbers it will be easier to count the individual cubes. With larger numbers it will be easier to estimate the proportions of colours by eye. If you are using the supporting pie chart spreadsheet there are sheets for both types of estimates.
